
CODE OF CONDUCT CONTRACT 
 

Classroom Conduct 
• I will enter my classroom quietly, leaving hallway conversations at the door. 
• I will go to my seat immediately and be prepared for class when the bell rings. 
• I recognize my teacher as the God-ordained authority in the classroom. 
• I will respect my teacher and my classmates and expect the same from them in return.  This means 

I will not bully, mock, touch, laugh at, make fun of, or isolate anyone in any way.  I have the right 
to ask for and to receive adult intervention if this happens to me. 

• I will be prepared for class by bringing my textbook, notebook, homework, and pen/pencil and, 
other materials required for each day’s lesson. 

• I will promote order in the classroom by raising my hand and waiting to be called upon by my 
teacher when I have a question or comment. 

• I will not bring any electronic devices of any kind onto school property, understanding that these 
things could be a distraction to my education.   I do understand cell phones are permitted AFTER 
3:00 ONLY! 

• I will eat and drink only in the cafeteria and only during my lunch period or after school is 
dismissed. 

• I will take responsibility for completing assignments on time and will make up any work, 
according to my teacher’s timeline, that I missed during absences. 

• I will not deface school property. 
• If I need to use the restroom, I will ask my teacher for permission to be excused.  If permission is 

granted, I will visibly display the hall pass while out of the classroom. 
• I will come to class dressed according to school regulations.  I understand the only piercing that is 

permitted is ear piercing. 
• I understand if I bring drugs of any kind, alcohol, or weapons for any reason, it will be reason for 

immediate expulsion. 
Hallway Conduct 

• I will move through the halls without allowing myself to be distracted, elimination the need to run. 
• I will respect other students’ personal space by not touching them in any way. 
• I will promote a peaceful learning environment by not yelling, slamming lockers, using profanity, 

or disrespecting others in any way. 
Cafeteria Conduct 

• I will treat all cafeteria staff and volunteers with respect and courtesy. 
• I will sit at a table and eat quietly with my friends, enjoying healthy social interaction. 
• I will look for opportunities to develop new friendships by including other students in 

conversation. 
• I will help keep the cafeteria clean by throwing away my trash when I’m done eating.
